Exit and enter driveways and
alleys slowly and carefully.

Trick-or-Treaters: Ensure you are maintaining appropriate pedestrian

safety measures. Cross the street at corners, using traffic signals and
crosswalks. Walk on sidewalks or paths whenever possible, and stay out of
the roadway. Be vigilant of cars and do not dart out into the street. Choose
a light colored costume to be visible to cars, or ensure you have reflective
tape or stickers on your bags or costumes for safety reasons.

Blight Task Force Holds First
Meeting

The City of Altoona held its first Blight Task Force meeting on September
27th at City Hall. The 18-member group, made up of local community
advocates, housing and government officials, began the process of creating
a comprehensive plan to address issues of blight throughout the city.

During its first meeting, the Blight Task Force began thoroughly examining
the current scope of issues created by blight. This sets the stage for what
the group's comprehensive plan will look to address.

The Blight Task Force agreed a top goal is achieving voluntary compliance
by owners of blighted properties but where that doesn't happen,
appropriate enforcement actions should be taken to address chronically
blighted properties like the eighteen properties identified by the Codes
office and discussed during this morning's meeting.

Additionally, one of the top priorities of the task force is to assess how the
community has been using existing blight fighting tools - including a
property maintenance code, rental property registration, and a home repair
program - as well as to identify other tools and strategies that can be used
to address chronically blighted properties.

The task force will meet three more times over the next few months and is
expected to release their final report to the public in the Spring of 2018.

Senate Blight Roundtable

Members of the Pennsylvania Senate Majority Policy Committee held a
Roundtable discussion on blight and community revitalization on September
6th. The meeting was held at the Hollidaysburg Public Library and included
officials and experts on blight and revitalization from Blair and the
surrounding counties.

The purpose of the Roundtable was to discuss what is currently being done
to address blight in the communities, and whether legislation could be
developed to address any holes or problems city and county officials were
encountering regarding codes enforcement and blight.

Several officials from the Altoona, including Mayor Pacifico, City Manager
Marla Marcinko, Codes Manager Rebecca Brown, and Assistant City Solicitor
Dan Stants participated in the Roundtable. Altoona provided several
significant ideas to the Senators on how the law could be improved to allow
the cities to more effectively and efficiently address blighted properties for
the communities betterment.

American Water Landmark

the award designating the Altoona reservoir system at the Horseshoe Curve,
as a American Water Landmark. This award is given out by the American
Water Works Association, and it is not a designation that they give out very

easily. To date, there are only two other water systems in Pennsylvania that
have achieved landmark status.
