of the George B. Kelley Baseball Federation for several decades and 
dedicated several years to the improvements at Geesey Park.  (0015-9) 

 
Prior to the vote Councilman Cagle stated Central Blair Recreation and the George  

B. Kelley Federation are completely supportive and encouraging of the renaming  
of the field; Councilman Cagle stated everyone knew of Mr. Stout’s dedication but  

may not realize the amount of time that he put into the field and into baseball in  
the City of Altoona throughout his lifetime.

STREET BETWEEN THE 2000 AND 2100 BLOCKS OF BEALE AVENUE AND 9TH
