ORDINANCES – Introduction 

 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ALTOONA AMENDING THE CODE OF THE CITY 

OF ALTOONA CHAPTER 347 ENTITLED “FIREARMS AND FIREWORKS” 
ACKNOWLEDGING THE ADOPTION BY THE COMMONWEALTH OF 

PENNSYLVANIA OF THE PENNSYLVANIA FIREWORKS LAW, ACT 43 OF 2017, 
ACKNOWLEDGING THAT THE FIREWORKS LAW PROHIBITS THE IGNITING OR 

DISCHARGE OF CONSUMER FIREWORKS ON PUBLIC OR PRIVATE PROPERTY 
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WITHOUT THE EXPRESS PERMISSION OF THE OWNER, PROVIDING THAT THE 
CITY OF ALTOONA DOES NOT GRANT PERMISSION FOR ANYONE TO IGNITE OR 

DISCHARGE CONSUMER FIREWORKS ON THE STREETS OR SIDEWALKS OF THE 
CITY OF ALTOONA OR PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF ALTOONA 

INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, ALL OF THE CITY OWNED PARKS AND 

PUBLIC BUILDINGS; PROHITIBING THE USE OF CONSUMER FIREWORKS 
BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 11:00 P.M. AND 8:00 A.M.; AND PROVIDING FOR 

THE REPEAL OF INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR THE 
SEVERABILITY OF THE ORDINANCE; AND PROVIDING THAT THE ORDINANCE  

SHALL TAKE EFFECT IN ACORDANCE WITH PENNSYLVANIA LAW. 
 

This ordinance was read into the record by City Clerk Linda Rickens Schellhammer 
and introduced by Mayor Pacifico 

 
MAYOR & COUNCIL DISCUSSION ITEMS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS  

Councilman Kelley stated a number of ideas were presented for future 
worksessions and Council should not lose sight of what has been presented and 

prioritize and work on the items before the end of the year 
 

Councilman Cagle stated he is replacing a roof on his home and needed a building 

permit; he appreciated the fillable form on the website and it took 5 minutes to 
complete and print and a few minutes to pay at City Hall; Councilman Cagle stated 

it isn’t difficult to get a permit in the City of Altoona and he thanked and 
commended Meghan and Victor and City staff for their help 

 
Vice-Mayor Cacciotti welcomed Peter Marshall as Interim City Manager 

 
Councilman Butterbaugh stated he and Mayor Pacifico had the opportunity to 

attend the Blair Chamber Public Policy Committee Meeting to discuss 
intermunicipal cooperation and what the municipalities can do moving forward;  

Councilman Butterbaugh stated they discussed multi modal transportation 
between Convention Center Boulevard and Greenwood; there is no way to legally 

or safely walk that now; a long term project that would allow walking or biking 
safely along the Boulevard or Plank Road would be something that needs to come 

to the planning stages and to fruition; driving from Convention Center Boulevard 

requires crossing municipal boundaries approximately 13 times and this will 
require cooperation and planning; in the winter all you can do is walk down the 

median of a very busy area of road 
 

Councilman Kelley stated there was a PennDOT study that looked at crossings 
along there; it is a long-term project that enhances the neighborhoods but there is 

a long way to go 
 

Lee Slusser, Community Development Director stated he recently attended a 
meeting with PennDOT, and Logan Township was also present, regarding the 

project they are doing to re-pave Plank Road and Pleasant Valley Boulevard; the 
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City is currently implementing the Plank Road Pedestrian Access Study in terms of 
requiring sidewalks and now PennDOT will add some of the crosswalks that were 

specifically proposed by the study and a few that were not including Logan 
Boulevard at Plank Road 

 

Mayor Pacifico stated this is a big undertaking and PennDOT connects will have to 
be used at some point 

 
Councilman Butterbaugh stated PennDOT District 9 and the City work well 

together fortunately 
 

Councilman Butterbaugh stated he attended the CDBG & HOME funding meeting 
earlier this evening and the City will get $1.8 million and it will be finalized by end 

of April; they will take on 16 projects with 9 new designations and a lot goes to 
blight elimination and home repair. 

 
Councilman Butterbaugh stated he walked through the neighborhood along 6th 

Avenue and 25th Street and see the progress made on the Silk Mill project and the 
Greystone; Councilman Butterbaugh requested the City get in touch with Norfolk 

Southern regarding the wall and the weeds and clean up of that area 

 
Mayor Pacifico announced Saturday, April 27th is the 3rd Annual Celebrate Altoona 

Night at the Altoona Curve 
 

Mayor Pacifico announced that he traveled to Harrisburg to the Governor’s 
Mansion earlier in the day to receive the Governor’s Award for Local Government 

Excellence and he was honored to be nominated and to receive the award
